1. Authorization to Tryout Forms will be distributed no later than Friday, May 10th. Once tryout packets are received, your information will be reviewed. The decision will be made about whether you will be allowed to tryout or not. When reviewing your information, I will be looking for the following:
a. Teacher Recommendations

b. Grades: You must past 3 out of 4 of your first semester classes. If you fail more than one class for second semester, you WILL be removed from the squad.

c. Discipline: Any discipline referrals MAY keep you from trying out. Your eligibility will be determined on a case by case basis.

2. It is very difficult to hold a job and cheer at the same time. If you do, your employer MUST be willing to work with you and around our schedule. You will be asked to select one or the other if it begins to interfere with the cheerleading schedule. Your schedules and appointments must be arranged AROUND cheerleading during the season. You must commit to the season, so please be aware of the commitment. You must make cheerleading a priority in order for us to be successful.
3. It is also very difficult to cheer All-Stars and cheer for Hardaway at the same time. If you choose to cheer All-Stars, you will be asked to sign a statement that Hardaway practices COME FIRST even for events after the season has ended (school performances, banquets, etc.)
4. We ask all parents to support and participate in fundraising activities. Our fundraisers/season cannot be successful without parental support. It is possible for a cheerleader to raise ALL the funds needed for the season through fundraising activities.
